But then I went into REACH and
God showed me that missionaries are not any different from other people, that it's
not about being in a foreign country or being super spiritual. He showed me that
there are hurting people all around wherever I go and that the call to missions in my
life may be for a time overseas or at home. Now I am involved in missions
